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The Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors

he Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors was

founded in April 1984 and had 85 founder

members. The Institute was statutorily

incorporated by virtue of the Hong Kong

Institute of Surveyors Ordinance in January
1990 (Cap. 1148). In July 1991, there was also passed
the Surveyors Registration Ordinance (Cap.417) to set
up a Registration Board to administer the registration
of surveyors.

The number of corporate members has grown to
4,614 as at December 2008; Members and Fellows
- distinguished by the initials MHKIS and FHKIS. In
2008, the Institute admitted 62 Technical Associates
- distinguished by the initials TAHKIS. Apart from this,
the total number of training grade members at the
end of 2008 was 2,650.

To qualify as a corporate member of the Institute,
surveyors must possess a recognized academic
degree or similar qualification, followed by a
minimum of two years supervised professional
experience within strict guidelines, followed by an
Assessment of Professional Competence (APC).

To qualify as a technical grade member of the
Institute, surveyors must possess a cognate sub-
degree or diploma or vocational qualification or
equivalent as may be approved by the General
Council together with a minimum of two years of
technical training of an approved nature mainly in
Hong Kong, followed by an Assessment of Technical
Competence (ATC).

As a reputable and responsible professional body
of surveyors, the Institute has always maintained
vigorous assessment standards for entry to the
profession and has also maintained high professional
and ethical standards of member surveyors,
through the various codes of professional practices,
the code of ethics, and continuing professional

development. The Institute has taken on an important
and responsive consultative role in government policy
making particularly on issues affecting land, property,
construction.

The title “Surveyor” embraces a number of disciplines
involved with land and its development with
land and buildings, covering an extremely wide
scope. Some surveyors work in private practices
and others may work for a landowner, developer,
building contractor or government departments
and related bodies. A land surveyor measures and
records the shape and position of the land, define
the boundary and set out the legal boundaries of
the sites. A general practice surveyor advises on
the best use of the land, assesses the feasibility
and viability of the proposed development project
as well as the valuation, marketing, sale, leasing
and management of completed developments.
A planning and development surveyor further
advises on the possible change of zoning, the likely
environmental impacts and make suggestion on
preliminary development contents. A quantity
surveyor is concerned with the building contractual
arrangements and cost control will evaluate the
likely cost of the development project and advises
on the most suitable kind of contract for the project.
A building surveyor is involved in the construction
and maintenance of the building. A property
and facility management surveyor provides a
comprehensive range of services in real estate
management.

The Institute has established and continues to expand
its presence in the international scene through
reciprocity relationships with other national surveying
bodies and through membership in relevant world
bodies and international organisations in order to
maintain its professional edge at international level.
The Institute is one of the three founding members,
apart from the Singapore Institute of Surveyors and
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the Institution of Surveyors, Malaysia, of the Surveyors’
Alliance Asia which was inaugurated in November

The Building Surveyor

Building Surveyor is as the name implies, a
‘Surveyor of Buildings. A Building Surveyor’s
core expertise is as described below.

Survey of New Buildings

+ Building control in Buildings Department, HKSAR
Government;

+ Technical advice on legal restrictions — Buildings
Ordinance, Town Planning and Land Leases;

+ Development consultancy and project monitoring;
and

+ Project management during development stage.

Survey of Existing Buildings

+ Building maintenance management (both in the
private and public sectors);

+ Diagnosis of building defects as ‘Building Doctor’;

+ Building and fire safety inspections;

- Alterations & Additions, refurbishment and
renovation;

- Conservation, restoration and rehabilitation of
historic heritage;

+ Licence application;

» Fire insurance valuation;

+ Facilities and property management;

+ Building surveys prior to purchase, during hand
over or arising from building disputes;

+ Expert witness, mediation and arbitration;

+ Advise on occupational requirements, spatial
planning and management; and

+ Management of fitting-out works.

Building Surveyors in private practices are involved
in all stages of the development process from
inception, completion to operation. They are
available to provide tailor-made services for Clients
engaging in property development.

Site Acquisition Stage

The Building Surveyor acts as Project Consultant in
advising on the development potential regarding
technical and legal implications as follows:

+ Restrictions imposed under the Buildings
Ordinance, lease conditions and Town Planning
Ordinance and also on potential construction
difficulties;

+ Appointment of the design team, sub-consultants,
main contractor, sub-contractors and suppliers;

+ Management of the design process and selection
of materials;

+ Coordination of Government approvals;

+ Contract administration and coordinating the
approval of shop drawings, samples, variations and
claims;

+ Project monitoring - time, cost and quality
controls; and

+ Undertaking financial control — cash flow, interim
payments and final account procedures.
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Pre-Completion Stage

« Advising on capital costs, running costs and
replacement costs for fire insurance purposes;

+ Advising on maintenance strategy and preparation
of operation and maintenance manuals, as-built
drawings and specialists handbooks; and

+ Coordinating and approving (on behalf of Clients)
of Alterations and Additions works to building
and building services proposed by tenants and
occupiers.

After Completion

their completion.

and an investment asset. Interest in land or

property is bought and sold for residential,

retail, office and industrial uses. These uses
require careful planning, continuous management
and improvement; properties are also developed
as direct investments or securitized, and if they
are professionally managed, their values will be
enhanced.

General Practice Surveyors through their profess-
ional training, skill and knowledge are in a position
to offer timely and effective advice in connection
with the development, use and management of
the property resources both for operational needs
and investment purposes. They are concerned with
the planning, development, use, management,
leases administration and valuation of land and
buildings; negotiation of sales and lettings by
private treaty and sale by tender or auction; financial
and economic aspects of investment in property.
And contemporaneously, because of the General
Practice Surveyors’ understanding of the principles of
investment and asset pricing, the profession is ready
to respond to the mounting demand for valuation
of trade-related business assets and business
enterprises.

The services offered by General Practice Surveyors
can be wide and varied. They range from professional
and agency services connected with the investiga-
tion, valuation, planning, development, acquisition,
disposal and management of property to more
recently, valuation of franchises and intangibles. The
major roles played by General Practice Surveyors are
as follows:

Valuation of Properties

General Practice Surveyors value all types of landed
properties for various purposes. The range of
valuation services covers:

+ Valuations for sale, purchase, letting and mortgage
purposes.

+ Statutory valuations relating to resumption, rating,
stamp duty, and other taxation purposes.

+ Valuations of company portfolios for balance
sheet purposes, company floatation, takeovers and
mergers.

+ Feasibility studies on all types of properties.

+ Acting as an expert witness, independent valuer or
arbitrator in valuation disputes.

Development and Town Planning Consultancy

Real estate development is a complex process, which
needs professional expertise and judgment. Through
proper training and experience, General Practice
Surveyors can provide a comprehensive range of
professional services covering:

+ Market studies and evaluation of development
opportunities.

+ Negotiation with Government on modification,
surrender and regrant of land leases.

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Sales, Lettings and Auctions

General Practice Surveyors, on behalf of clients,
negotiate the purchase, sale or leasing of all types
of land and buildings. They may act as auctioneers
in the disposal of properties or as owner’s agents in
selling properties by private treaty or tender. They
may also advise on marketing strategy and on the
preparation of sale and lease documents.

Property and Asset Management

In a society of rising user expectations, good quality
professional management services are an essential
element to sustain and enhance the value of the
property. General Practice Surveyors have been
involved in the management of all types of properties.
They negotiate with tenants on rent review, lease
renewal and re-letting of premises. They also advise
on situations of refurbishment/ renovation and
redevelopment. Upon the securitization of properties,
General Practice Surveyors will also contribute their
expertise to the long range investment strategy and
property portfolio planning.

Business Valuation

Contemporarily, experienced General Practice
Surveyors are engaged to provide independent
valuation of trade-related business assets and
business enterprises in connection with mergers and
acquisitions activities in Hong Kong and mainland
China.

Apart from their work in the private practice, General
Practice Surveyors are also employed by the Hong
Kong SAR Government in various departments such
as the Lands Department, Rating and Valuation
Department and Housing Department to handle work
including government land disposal, resumption,
rating, taxation, public housing and home ownership
scheme so on and so forth.

The Land Surveyor

roadly speaking, land surveying is an

art of position fixing. Surveyors involve

themselves in all sorts of civil engineering

works and land developments such as
building houses, roads, bridges, canals, viaducts,
defining property boundaries, preparing plans
from various surveys and managing properties.
Closely related to the development of civilisation
of mankind throughout the world, the profession
has contributed to the transformation of sparsely
populated and undeveloped areas into modern
industrial and commercial metropolises. Like other
professions, advancement of technology has led to
specialisation and land surveying is of no exception.

Cadastral Surveying

Cadastral Surveying is concerned with the physical
determination of boundaries and areas of land
properties. It is always advisable for landowners and
developers to ascertain the boundaries and area
entitlements of their properties by land boundary
surveys prior to any land development. There are
at present two legislations in Hong Kong which
provide for the control of professional services in
this aspect. Registered Professional Surveyors of the
Land Surveying Division [RPS(LS)] registered under
the Surveyors Registration Ordinance and Authorised
Land Surveyors [ALS] registered under the Land
Survey Ordinance are well-qualified professionals
to conduct land boundary surveys. Under the Land
Survey Ordinance, any legal instrument effecting a
subdivision of land must be accompanied by a land
boundary plan prepared and certified by an ALS for
registration with the Land Registry. The main services
provided by RPS(LS) and ALS include:

+ Re-establishment of land boundaries for valuation,
land transaction and various land development
purposes;

+ Setting out of land boundaries; and
+ Preparation of certified plans for subdivision of
land parcels.

Engineering Surveying

This type of surveying relates closely to civil
engineering projects. The preparation of initial
survey plans for detail design, setting out of critical
points for construction and the measurement of
earthwork quantities for payment are types of works
under this category. Land Surveyors are actively
involved in the construction of roads, flyovers,
bridges, seawalls, railways, tunnels and skyscrapers.
Land surveying techniques are also being used in
industries like shipbuilding, aircraft construction
and fixing of machinery where high precision on
position determination is required. Monitoring of
unstable structures, reservoirs, bridges, slopes, and
areas is part of the works that may not be familiar
to the public but important in protecting lives
and properties. Major services provided under this
category are:

+ Preparation of initial site survey plans;

+ Preparation of photo mosaics superimposed with
engineering layouts for planning of engineering
projects;

+ Computation of construction alignments for civil
engineering works;

+ Setting out pre-determined positions for
construction;

+ Measurement of earthwork quantities; and

+ Monitoring of unstable structures, bridges,
reservoirs, slopes and areas.

Geodetic Surveying

The purpose of Geodetic Surveying is to establish a
very accurate main survey framework. It involves the
establishment of a national network of horizontal and
vertical reference points covering an entire territory.
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Land Surveyors use very precise equipment for taking
measurement over a large area for establishment of
accurate survey network. With the advancement of
space technology, Land Surveyors often use a satellite
system, called Global Positioning System (GPS), for
measuring points which are many or even hundreds
of kilometers apart.

In the Hong Kong SAR, the Lands Department of the
Government establishes and maintains the main
survey framework. Trigonometrical stations situated
on hilltops, traverses installed along the roadside
and benchmarks on bedrock constitute the geodetic
control point system. By connecting to the network,
any survey can be tied together with respect to
a unique reference system. In fact, the position of
many land boundaries, roads, railways, bridges and
construction works are referred to this system. Major
services provided under this category are:

+ Taking precise observation and maintaining the
monuments of networks of horizontal and vertical
reference points;

+ Establishment of a territorial common reference
system; and

+ Detecting and measuring the movement of the
earth’s crust for scientific research and reducing
the impact of natural disaster.

Topographic Surveying and Digital Mapping

Mapping is a national service for security and
development. Maps have been in use for thousands
of years. Besides being a principal means of position
locator, accurate maps are necessary for effective
management of our environment.

With the use of emerging technology in the
Topographic Surveying and map revision, the
complete series of 1:1000 scale maps covering
the whole territory of Hong Kong have been
available in digital form. Digital topographic
information is the basic building block to support
the sustainable development, natural resources
management, environmental protection, urban
planning and utilities management. Additionally,
Digital Mapping forms the basic foundation for
other information systems such as community
services information systems, electronic street guide
systems, natural disaster management systems,
transport management systems and many others.
It is foreseeable that many disciplines will benefit
from Digital Mapping. As the advancement of
technology has resulted in lower system costs and

continual improvements in Digital Mapping, a much
wider application of digital map data throughout
government, business and industry can be achieved.

Land Information Management

In the Land Information Management aspects, Land
Surveyors are engaged in the collection, integration
and dissemination of a wide range of spatial
information. With the use of geographic information
system technology, Land Information Management is
rapidly penetrating a number of application domains
such as environmental conservation, urban planning,
pollution control, transport management, emergency
rescues and many others. Land surveying is the most
basic activity to create and maintain building blocks
for the setting up of geographic information systems
and Land Surveyors are in a good position to make
valuable contributions to these systems.

Photogrammetric Surveying

Photogrammetry is the science of measurement by
means of photographs or digital imagery.

The photographs and digital imagery can be captured
on ground, under water and in air. Photogrammetric
Surveying is the method of producing graphic plans,
digital data, and computer models from photographs
or digital imagery. Major services/products provided
under this category are:

+ Digital mapping;

+ Digital terrain model;

+ Orthophoto/othoimage;

+ 3D digital map;

« Deformation monitoring;

+ Landslide investigation; and

+ Antiquities and heritage sites recording.

Hydrographic Surveying

Safe navigation and subaqueous construction
require an accurate knowledge of the depth and
topography of the seabed. Land Surveyors have used
different techniques including the Differential Global
Positioning System (DGPS) in the hydrographic survey
for positioning. In harbours and their approaches, the
depth has to be constantly monitored. As the seabed
is hidden from the naked eye, its profile is determined
by an echo sounder which sends sound waves down
to the bottom of the sea and calculates the depth by
measuring the time required for the signal to return
to the surface.
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In the Hong Kong SAR, the Government has taken
over responsibilities from the British Admiralty for
producing navigation charts for the Hong Kong
Waters. Major services provided under this category
are:

+ Measurement of water current;

+ Bottom sampling;

+ Location of rocks, lights, buoys and wrecks;

+ Determination of channel depths and preparation
of charts;

« Determination of subaqueous excavation
quantities; and

+ Collection of any information relating to marine
navigation.
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Planning & Development Division

The Planning & Development Surveyor

eal estate development is a complex
process which requires professional input
of various kinds throughout different stages
of the process, from project inception to its
completion. Planning & Development Surveyors,
as a town planning and development consultant,
can provide a comprehensive range of professional
services to suit the specific needs of their clients.

Property Development
Development Feasibility Study

Prior to inception of a development proposal,
Planning & Development Surveyors provide clients
with necessary site search and detailed analysis, and
advise them on property values and appropriate
land acquisition strategies. They conduct detailed
market research to understand specific markets and
recommend the appropriate type and mix of land
uses, and the optimal scale of development with a
view to maximizing project return while minimizing
the risks. Development appraisal, covering land
and property valuation, cash flow analysis, project
return estimation, sensitivity analysis, etc., can be
undertaken to test the viability of the development
proposal under different scenarios.

Land Administration Input

Planning & Development Surveyors specialize in
the interpretation of lease conditions; can advise
on compliance with the lease conditions or any
modifications to the lease conditions required; can
act for the land owner to submit an application to the
Lands Department for a modification (or surrender
and re-grant) of their land lease, negotiate with the
Government on the lease terms and conditions
(including the land premium); and assist in the
execution of the lands document.

Town Planning Applications

Depending on the statutory town plan zoning that
the development site falls within, development on it
may require prior approval from the Town Planning
Board. Planning & Development Surveyors can
advise on zoning implications and the strategy to
submit planning applications, review and or appeal;
and coordinate with other professional experts to
prepare the necessary technical impact assessments
to support the planning application. Professional
services may also be provided in submitting planning
objection to gazetted town plans to safeguard the
interests of land owners.

Development Project Management

Property development requires a wide range of input
from various disciplines. Planning & Development
Surveyors can help to set up a right team for
development projects with team members coming
in at an appropriate time during the process; monitor
the project progress against the development
programme; advise on re-distribution of resources;
and to resolve issues arising during the development
process.

Project Evaluation

In order to update the clients on the change
in financial position of the project, Planning &
Development Surveyors will carry out continual
evaluation of the development proposal throughout
the development process. It is done by inputting
the actual cash inflow and outflow as well as a more
accurate forecast on future income and expenditure
into the financial model. A regular review of
the property market trends can ensure that the
development meets the client’s requirements
apart from the supply and demand situation in the
market.
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Town Planning
Public Sector

Planning & Development Surveyors are involved
in the formulation of planning, land, housing,
environmental and other development strategies and
policies; participate in the preparation of statutory
town plans under the Town Planning Ordinance
and the non-statutory departmental and layout
plans. Major development briefs are also prepared
to guide development. Through the statutory and
non-statutory plans, they regulate and control
the type of land use and property development
permitted having regard to the relevant planning
policies, the environmental context and specific site
characteristics.

Private Sector

Planning & Development Surveyors advise clients
on the extent to which the use and value of their
land and property would be affected by town
planning and environmental policies. The most
common professional services include preparation,
coordination and/or submission of planning
applications, master layout plans, rezoning requests
and planning objections; acting on behalf of clients
in making written representations; and attending
hearing in planning review, appeal cases according
to the Town Planning Board and Appeal Board
proceedings respectively.

Other Common Professional Services

Planning & Development Surveyors also assist
clients in site planning and advise on urban design
matters together with the relevant design experts.
They also specialize in coordinating large-scale
planning studies usually supported by various
technical impact assessments e.g. Environmental/
Ecological Impact Assessment (EIA), Drainage Impact
Assessment (DIA), Traffic Impact Assessment (TIA),
Geological Impact Assessment (GIA), Landscape and
Visual Impact Assessment (LVIA), and Social Impact
Assessment (SIA).
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Property & Facility Management Division

The Property & Facility Management Surveyor

rofessional surveyors have always been

engaged as estate surveyors, estate director/

managers, property managers, maintenance

managers, property service managers,
facility managers, etc. in the day-to-day and strategic
management of properties, assets, and estates in the
public and private sectors. We have contributed to
the professionalism, quality and excellence of the
property management of governmental, corporate
and private commercial, industrial and residential
buildings. Our responsibilities are wide ranging
and have included the following: strategic facility
planning; asset management; space planning
management; real estate design and management;

Employment of PFMS

Professional Surveyors are employed in over 140
organisations spreading across 10 different sectors.

Training and Competencies

After obtaining the relevant academic qualification,
candidates wanting to become Property & Facility
Management Surveyors (PFMS) are required to
undergo at least 400 days of recognized professional

training to acquire the required level of professional
competence in three major areas of competencies.
In the area of Mandatory Competencies, candidates
are expected to achieve general knowledge and
understanding in all of the following:

« Core skills: ethics, knowledge of HKIS structure,
rules and regulations;

+ Basic business and communication skills: self
management and customer care;

+ Information technology: analysis of information
and data;

+ Law:dispute resolution and conflict avoidance; and

+ Health, safety and environmental awareness

They are also required to acquire general knowledge
and understanding in two of the following Optional
Skills: Business management, Organisational
Leadership, Negotiation Skills; Managing People
and Resources, Recruitment and Selection; and
Accounting Principles and Procedures.

Candidates may choose two out of the following
four Core Competencies and engage themselves in
such breadth and depth in knowledge application
and analysis with the ability to give advice. These
competencies are grouped under Property Asset
Management, Corporate Real Estate, Project
Management, and Property Management. Finally
candidates are required to achieve general
knowledge and understanding in two of the following
five Non-Core Competencies: Finance Management,
Human Resources and Organisation Management,
Information Technology and Communication
Management, Quality and Performance Management
and Benchmarking, and Major Research. This will lead
to the knowledge necessary to be an outstanding
Property & Facility Management Surveyor.
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Quantity Surveying Division

The Quantity Surveyor

uantity Surveyors are professionals

who have been trained as construction

cost consultants. They possess expert

knowledge of costs, values, finance,
contractual arrangements and legal matters
pertaining to the construction field.

Quantity Surveyors provide appropriate services
to suit diverse needs and the majority of their
employers or clients include professional quantity
surveying firms, private developers, corporations,
Government departments and related bodies,
building and civil engineering contractors, insurance
companies etc.

Quantity Surveyors are equipped to provide advice
concerning various disciplines ranging from building
construction, and civil and structural engineering, to
petro-chemical installations and mineral extraction.

Preliminary Cost Advice

From the outset, Quantity Surveyors give practical
advice on the likely cost of a project. Cost studies
and advice including, but not limited to, alternative
design solutions, structural forms, choice of materials,
construction sequences and maintenance costs are
also prepared. From such information, a detailed cost
plan is developed for budgetary control.

Cost Planning

Cost planning is a specialist technique developed by
Quantity Surveyors. Its aim is to help all members
of the design team - architects, engineering
consultants, interior design specialists and the like
- to jointly maximize practical and aesthetic design
solutions for a project whilst keeping within the
Client’s budget.

Once a cost plan is prepared, and a realistic estimate
agreed, effective cost planning ensures that
everything that follows is in accord with the plan,
from the acceptance of the successful contractor’s
tender to the final project cost.

In planning construction costs, maintenance and
running costs are borne in mind, thus helping to
achieve a project that is cost effective throughout
its life.

Cost Control & Financial Management

Cost control is one of the most important processes
in any capital project. The basic objectives are to
achieve for the client the best value for money,
to maintain the required balance of expenditure
between the various parts of the project, and to keep
the final expenditure within the client’s approved
budget.

When clients, or their consultants, decide to effect
changes to the designs and introduce variations,
Quantity Surveyors rapidly assess and report the cost
implications of the changes.

In principle, cost control consists of three basic steps;
namely:

+ establishing an overall cost target;

+ checking any deviations that affect the cost target;
and

+ taking such remedial action as is necessary to
preserve the target.

In practice, the process of cost control embraces a
range of professional activities such as cost analyses
of earlier projects, cost planning/estimating, cost
studies of alternative construction options, cost
checking during the design stage, cost reconciliation
during the tendering stage, and cost monitoring
during the construction stage.
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Cost planning facilitates improved economic
standards, and so better value for money, during
the design stage, whilst constant monitoring during
the construction phase ensures that the risk of
overspending is identified early so that prompt
corrective action may be taken.

Cost estimates and financial reports, which are
regularly produced by Quantity Surveyors, form an
important aspect of the financial management of
capital projects. Periodic financial reports enable
clients to anticipate and control their future financial
commitments.

Value Management

Value management is a systematic approach to
eliminate waste from a design or client’s brief, while at
the same time retaining the safety and key functions
of the project.

The objective of value management is to provide
the project functions to the required standard and
quality having regard to the best value for the money
expended. This does not necessarily mean at the
lowest initial cost, but the highest value considering
all factors impacting upon the project as a whole.

Quantity Surveyors are well qualified to lead value
management studies on a project. The structured
nature of value management permits the project
team to obtain a clearer understanding of the
project functions and objectives hence being able to
reduce unnecessary costs. Value management also
addresses the whole life implications of the building
design both in terms of cost and the client’s business
objectives.

Procurement Methods

Quantity Surveyors have the expertise, knowledge
and tools required in the selection of the “right”
contractors and suppliers for any given project.

No two projects are the same. Most major projects
(and many smaller ones) are individual challenges
and need individual solutions.

The most common method of procurement is
through competitive tendering based on a variety of
forms of contract and options. The bills of quantities
prepared by Quantity Surveyors have been used
world-wide as the basis of tendering for many
decades. During construction, bills of quantities also

form a crucial element in effective cost control as well
as the basis for the valuation of variations.

On occasions, the situation may warrant other forms
of tendering and contractual arrangements. These
include design and build, guaranteed maximum
price, construction management, prime cost contract
and cost plus, to name just a few. Quantity Surveyors
provide advice on the best choice of contractual
arrangement to suit the circumstances of each
individual project.

Tendering

Competitive tendering of one kind or another
remains the usual basis for awarding construction
contracts, and bills of quantities are fundamental
to this process. Bills of quantities translate the
drawings, plans and specifications produced by the
designer into a document that enables a contractor
to calculate his tender price fairly and accurately, on
exactly the same basis as his competitors.

Valuation of Construction Works

In most construction contracts, the contractor is
paid monthly. Quantity Surveyors prepare interim
valuations of the work carried out on the project at
regular intervals and submit recommendations for
payment.

Quantity Surveyors are normally retained
throughout and beyond the completion of the
project in order to facilitate the settlement of the
accounts, when all necessary adjustments are dealt
with. If required, they will also prepare any analyses
of the final account that may be required, prepare
statements of expenditure for tax or accountancy
purposes, and assess the project’s replacement value
for insurance.

Financial Claims & Programme Analysis

Quantity Surveyors also prepare, and provide
specialist advice and responses to claims,
counterclaims and the like, for both time and money,
including:

« extension of time analysis: forensic analysis and
delay demonstration techniques;

+ delay and disruption: time slicing, project analysis
and productivity analysis; and

« direct loss and/or expense: preparation of claims,
responses to claims, auditing and analysis.
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Dispute Resolution

If disputes arise, Quantity Surveyors offer the
following expertise and technical knowledge:

+ independent appraisal of the strengths and
weaknesses of an employer’s and/or a contractor’s
case concerning quantum;

+ technical advice and assistance throughout the
dispute resolution process;

+ preparation of particularized documents
including technical position papers, assistance
with pleadings, further and better particulars and
witness statements; and

+ when suitably experienced, to act as expert
witnesses for quantum or other associated
specialist areas.

Insurance Advice

Quantity Surveyors may choose to pursue their
career in the field of construction insurance. The
construction insurance professionals work in a variety
of capacities in different organisations; examples of
which include:

+ insurance administration personnel working
for contractors/developers/consultants/ public
entities/Government/insurers/or other employers;

+ underwriting personnel for insurance brokers/
insurers; and

« risk assessment personnel for insurance broker/
insurers.

*HKIS had agreed with the Building Surveyor's
Institute of Japan (BSIJ) for a mutual recognition
of professional qualification of Quantity Surveyor
between Hong Kong and Japan, with the signing of a
Reciprocity Agreement. The Reciprocity Agreement

Signing Ceremony was held at Tokyo, Japan on 24
March 2008 together with a seminar on the related
topic. During the seminar, we presented the roles of
Quantity Surveyors in Hong Kong and the Mainland
while the representatives from BSIJ introduced the
role of Quantity Surveyors in Japanese and other
overseas projects. The seminar was very useful for
a better understanding on the practices of both
places.

On 16 to 18 March 2008, a team of 24 members
to Beijing visited several departments in the
Mainland. During the trip, we met several important
officials from the Ministry of Construction and the
Ministry of Commerce and discussed on the mutual
recognition of professional qualifications between
Hong Kong and the Mainland, the arrangements
relating to the implementation of commitments
secured under CEPA Supplement IV as well as the
development of our industry in the Mainland. We
also visited the United Front Work Department of
CPC Central Committee and Hong Kong and Macao
Affairs Office of the State Council. We hope we can
have continual communication with the related
Mainland's departments in the future in order to
tackle the issues arising on mutual recognition and
licensing of our members in the Mainland.

The Ministry of Housing and Urban-Rural
Department of the People’s Republic of China
(MOHURD) announced on 22 July 2008 that 65
applications for Initial Registration of Cost Engineers
from the Hong Kong Region had been approved.
These first 65 PRC-Registered Cost Engineers from
Hong Kong Region are some of the HKIS members
who obtained the Qualification of Cost Engineers
about two years ago under the Reciprocity
Agreement between China Engineering Cost
Association (CECA) and HKIS.

*The Building Surveying Division (BSD) has set
up a China Liaison Working Group to enhance
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communication with engineering consultant
counterparts in Mainland China. It is expected that
the frequency of communication will increase after
the successful completion of mutual recognition
with CAEC.

A consensus regarding the way forward on the
Institute’s membership with FIG was reached in
the General Council meeting, held on 27 March
2008, and the membership issue was resolved. The
Institute has also taken part in the FIG Working
Week, held on 14 to 19 June 2008 in Stockholm,
Sweden.

The Land Surveying Division (LSD) organised a
technical site visit to Zhongshan City on 10 to 12
April 2008. Welcomed by the Vice-Secretary-General
of the People’s Government of Zhongshan City
(P ARBAFFEIFER) and President of the
Association of Survey and Mapping of Zhongshan
City (FLLTFRIEHBEER), we had a chance to
assess the title registration system in Zhongshan
during the visit. This CPD event attracted some
32 participants from Hong Kong, 7 participants
from Macao and more than 40 participants from
Zhongshan, Guangzhou and Shenzhen.

The 12th Pacific Association of Quantity Surveyors
(PAQS) Congress was held in Canada from 16 to
18 June 2008. The Congress was hosted by the
Canadian Institute of Quantity Surveyors (CIQS) and
attracted over 200 local and international audiences.
The PAQS Annual Board Meeting was held before
the Congress on 15 June 2008 at the same venue.
Mr Stephen Lai, the Chairman of Quantity Surveying
Division (QSD) and | presented the HKIS report at
the meeting. A Reciprocity Agreement between
CIQS and HKIS was also signed.

The bi-yearly full Council Meeting of The
International Cost Engineering Council Meeting
(ICEC) was held in Toronto, Canada on 28 and 29
June 2008. Mr Honby Chan from QSD attended the
Meeting on behalf of HKIS, followed by the 6th ICEC
World Congress from 30 June to 2 July 2008.

To further develop the reciprocity agreement
relationship worldwide, the QSD continued the
negotiation of a Reciprocity Agreement with The
Institution of Civil Engineering Surveyors (ICES),
the Association for the Advancement of Cost
Engineering Association (AACEI) and other similar
international professional bodies, and supported
and attended the Pacific Association of Quantity
Surveyors (PAQS) in Canada to explore collaboration

with similar professional organisations.

*Representatives from the Planning and
Development Division (PDD) attended The
International Estate Evaluation Summit Forum
organised by Guangdong Real Estate Valuers
Associations on 6 July 2008 in Guangzhou.
Property Law, the tax system and underground
property evaluations from different countries
were discussed. Invited by the professionals of the
Architectural, Surveying and Planning Functional
Constituency, PDD representatives also attended
a trip to Guangzhou on 7 July 2008, which focused
on liaison with officials, professionals and Mainland
developers, to exchange views and explore business
and co-operation opportunities in Guangzhou and
Pan-Pearl River Delta. Enhanced CEPA arrangements
were also proposed.

During the year, the Mainland Committee of PDD
also visited the Peoples’ University (AR KZ) in
Beijing on 17 October 2008 and Tongji University
(B K 2) in Shanghai on 20 October 2008. The
main purpose was to study the academic courses in
surveying and land administration, which may later
lead to a closer relationship with such courses.

Mr Gary Yeung, representing the Property and
Facility Management Division (PFMD), visited the
United Front Work Department (UFWD) of the
Chinese Communist Party (CCP) in Beijing from 17
to 19 December 2007.

Another joint professional meeting with Guangdong
Property Professions, namely, &8 B 280 &5 F4
HEREFEHETEDSEMBERES, was
successfully held on 22 June 2008, with 128 Young
Surveyors Group (YSG) members joining the event.
During the meeting, views regarding surveying
practice in the Mainland and Hong Kong were
exchanged.

Involvements in Local Professional Affairs,
Consultation of Government Policy Making and
Professional Practice

Supplement to the Code of Measuring Practice:

The HKIS Saleable Area Working Group had meetings
with the Hong Kong Real Estate Developers
Association (REDA), various Government departments
and local surveying firms. A new Supplement to
the Code of Measuring Practice for the definition
of Saleable Area was issued on 18 August 2008,
superseding the previous version in February 2008.
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Recognition of Technical Associates as Technical
Competent Person (T3):

The Technical Associates in BSD, with three years'
post-qualification experience, would be accepted
by the Buildings Department to perform the
duties of TCP (T3) under the Site Supervision Plan
in the Authorized Person’s stream and Registered
Contractor’s stream. HKIS also requested that the
Government consider the recognition of Technical
Associate qualifications as an alternative qualification
when recruiting relevant grades of civil servants and/
or Resident Site Staff. A meeting was conducted with
the Development Bureau and the Bureau agreed to
explore the possibility.

Public Consultation on Planning Application Matters:

The General Practice Division (GPD) Council, by
endorsing the recommendation of the Panel of
Professional Practice, conveyed to the Government
that local views should have already been thoroughly
considered and taken into account during the
relevant OZP drafting/planning approval process for
sites covered by an Outline Zoning Plan or subject
to planning approvals under Section 16 of the Town
Planning Ordinance.

Review of Premium Valuation Process:

The Lands Department has set up a formal channel
to discuss with HKIS on matters relating to premium
assessment. The Lands Department/HKIS Liaison
Group exchanged views on existing government
policies and procedures on land matters. We also
proposed recommendations to enhance the
effectiveness of the land administration.

Business and Property Valuation Standards:

The Business and Property Valuation Standards
Panel of GPD had set up a working group to study
the impact of the current Hong Kong Accounting
Standards on the valuation practice in Hong Kong,
and to identify ways for members to work with the
relevant accounting standards.

New Research Project on Title Registration System:

A new research project on Title Registration System of
Hong Kong started in February 2008. LSD members,
Dr Conrad Tang, Simon Kwok and George Leung,
are now engaged in this research project, aimed to
develop a suitable land boundary survey for the title
registration system in Hong Kong.

Boundary Survey Advisory Committee (BSAC) of LSD:

Facing increasing challenges, the BSAC has set up
several sub-committees specializing in (1) Legal

Implications of Section 28, Land Survey Ordinance;
(2) Development of digital land record data of Survey
Map Office (SMO); (3) Promotion on the nature
of DD sheet; (4) LS position in the Government’s
Infrastructure Projects, (5) Case study on Adverse
Possession, and (6) Introduction of extra text book on
the Hong Kong Cadastral Survey.

HKIS Position Paper on Security of Payment:

A Working Group of QSD was set up to look into the
matter in April 2008. A position paper was prepared
after a series of meetings among the members.

Planning of Border Restricted Area:

A study group focusing on the planning of the border
restricted areas in the New Territories was formed in
April 2008 in response to the Government comments
received by members.

Qualifications on PSA/PSC Tenders in Housing
Department:

The Housing Department confirmed on 14 February
2008, the qualification of Property and Facility
Management Surveyors for the post of Estate
Manager (Property Management) in the PSA/PSC
Contracts in Housing Department. In a meeting
with the Services Support Unit of the Housing
Department in late January 2008, we had been given
to understand that persons holding professional
membership qualifications of HKIS in PFMD would be
included in the next batch of tendering for PSA/PSC
along with an HKIS (GP) qualification.

Green Management Practice:

The PFMD has set up the Green Management Practice
to promote the awareness of the Green Management
Practices being applied to property and facility
management and to provide technical advice on all
matters arising thereof. A working group was formed
in March 2008 in the preparation of suitable practice
guidelines.

Probationary Membership of Accredited Courses:

The PFMD have accredited the BSc(Hon) degree
in Property Management from the Hong Kong
Polytechnic University as well as the BSc(Hon) degree
in Surveying and the MSc degree in Real Estate (Major
in Facility Management) from the University of Hong
Kong for Probationer membership of the Division
and undertaking the Assessment of Professional
Competence. The degree course in Property
Management offered by the Hong Kong Polytechnic
University is the first such course accredited by PFMD
since its formation three years ago.
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Housing Managers Registration:

The PFMD Council re-opened dialogue with the
Housing Managers Registration Board in pursuit of
recognition of PFM surveyors to become Registered
Professional Housing Managers.

*In order to fulfil our aims to have a better
understanding and communication with local
associations in the real estate industry, the General
Council and Divisional Council members visited
several unions including Local Building Surveyors
Association, Maintenance Surveyors Association,
Association of Government Local Land Surveyors,
Estate Surveyors Association, Quantity Surveyors
Association in various Government Departments.
In addition to the above associations, we have also
visited the Rating & Valuation Department.

Activities for Members

+ The six Divisions and the Young Surveyors Group
(YSG) organised various CPD events in 2008. In the
first CPD event in 2008, "HKSAR Heritage Policy - a
case study: HKJC Revitalization Proposal on Central
Police Station Compound" held on 12 February
2008, we had speakers from the HKSAR Government
and the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust
sharing with us the Government heritage policy and
the revitalization proposal on Central Police Station
Compound. It is encouraging to see the active
participation of our members in local affairs, which
is an effective way to reinforce and consolidate our
expertise to both the Government and society as a
whole.

A Surveyor's Lunch was held on 29 February 2008 at
the World Trade Centre Club. Our honourable guest
speaker, Mrs Carrie Lam Cheng Yuet-ngor, JP, the
Secretary for Development, shared with us her work
schedule in the coming future. Participants had a
memorable moment in the luncheon.

On 17 to 18 May 2008, the YSG took part in a short
course in Zhongshan University: H/B8E# A £/
W KEEERFETEE. 55 YSG members joined the
course and attended three seminars: & 7B
BRNREIITBER) , (BBREZR M1
BIERE) and (EEBEEEIMBEREHBOER) .
The course covered the current Mainland diplomatic
issues and future main infrastructure developments
in the Mainland.

*YSG Study Tour 2008 to Chengdu was held with
success from 15 to 19 October, with some 35
participants.

+ HKIS will be celebrating its 25th Anniversary in 2009.
A committee headed by Vice-President Stephen Yip
has been set up to organise a series of events for the
celebration.

Conferences, Forums and other HKIS Events

HKIS Annual Conference 2008:

The HKIS Annual Conference 2008 was successfully
held on 26 July at Conrad Hong Kong Hotel.
Scheduled right before the opening of the Beijing
Olympics, the theme this year was “Surveyors in the
Olympics” Eight speakers from different countries
were invited to share their views and experiences
during the planning and construction process for the
Beijing Olympics. About 200 members joined the
Conference.

HKIS Annual Dinner 2008:

The HKIS Annual Dinner 2008 was successfully held
on 3 November at the Grand Hyatt Hong Kong as a
kick-off event for the celebrations of the Institute’s
25th Anniversary in 2009. We were honoured to have
the Honourable Donald Tsang Yam-kuen, GBM, Chief
Executive of the HKSAR to deliver an opening speech.
Around 600 guests had a remarkable evening.

HKIS Property Marketing Award 2008:

The presentation ceremony of the HKIS Property
Marketing Award 2008, organised by a committee
chaired by Mr Ronald Cheung, was held on 4
November. There were two new awards, namely Best
Environmental Friendly Award and Best Clubhouse
Facilities Award, in addition to the Best Project
Marketing Award, Best Layout Award and Best
Brochure Award.

HKIS Spring Reception:

A Spring Reception was held on 26 February 2008
at the HK Jockey Club, Happy Valley. A number of
honourable guests from the Government, liaison
office, universities, etc. joined our party to celebrate
the Chinese New Year. During the event, there was
a ceremony to present the HKIS Diplomas to our
new members. The HKIS Outstanding Final Year
Dissertation /Thesis Awards 2007 were held in the
same event.

Contributions to Community Services

2008 on 30 March 2008 at the Kowloon Park after
training at the Hong Kong China Rowing Association.

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Treasurer’s Report

for year ending 31 July 2008

he total revenue of the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors for the year is HK$14,638,263,
Twhich is slightly less than the amount of HK$14,698,630 in the previous year. However
the general and administrative expenses for the year amounted to HK$15,206,608 which is
more than the previous sum of HK$11,913,870. As a result of the increased expenditure, we
have recorded a deficit of HK$568,657. The accumulated fund of HKIS at the end of financial
year is HK$14,041,938.

The increase in our expenditure was primarily due to the new rental charges since the tenancy agreement of
our administrative offices and Surveyors Learning Centre was only renewed in March 2007. In addition, there are
several other items that contributed to the overall increase in our expenditure. These include: increased activities
and events organised by HKIS and Divisions, donations to Mainland snowstorm and Sichuan earthquake,
consultancy services for drafting of several standard forms of contracts and specification, legal services for
disciplinary proceedings, attendance at international and regional conferences, overseas visits, subscriptions for

international organisations, and research projects.

On the Divisional Councils and Young Surveyors Group accounts, there is an accumulated fund of HK$2,301,407

as compared with HK$1,783,297 in previous year. The breakdown is as follows-

Land Surveying Division HK$75,273
Planning and Development Division HK$20,404
Property and Facility Management Division HK$110,059
Quantity Surveying Division HK$638,881
Young Surveyors Group HK$513,552

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Despite the deficit of our account, the financial position of HKIS is in general considered healthy. The General
Council is mindful of the financial position and will explore all means to improve it. We will continue to ensure

that the HKIS is well placed financially to face the challenges of the future.

he speeches were very informative and inspiring
which led us into in-depth re-thoughts of our
expertise and the way forward in further developing
our profession. The BS profession had evolved to
provide services to a wider range of clients both
in the public and private sectors, and the quality
of service and level of integrity provided by the
members of our BS profession were particularly
required by the market of building maintenance.

Equally important and in line with the initiatives of
the Board of Professional Development and the Board
of Education, we have organised other CPD events
throughout the year and many of our members
were able to develop their professional knowledge
continuously. Also, we were frequently invited as
speakers by many organisations to deliver talks
at their workshops, seminars and training courses
related to building maintenance and management.
Such organisations included the Home Affairs
Department and the Hong Kong Housing Society.

RESPONSE TO NEW GOVERNMENT POLICY/
SCHEMES

Mandatory Building Inspection Scheme

With regard to the Mandatory Building Inspection
Scheme, we have been urging the Government for
this new initiative for a long time since back in 1997.
Although the development of the Scheme has been
slow, we will continue to put forward constructive
ideas to the Government. In this connection, we
have commented on the Draft Code of Practice for
Mandatory Building Inspection Scheme.

Voluntary Building Classification Scheme

We have also commented on the Voluntary Building
Classification Scheme by the Hong Kong Housing
Society and we will closely monitor its development.
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The BSD followed the proposal prepared by the
Board of Education to require all probationers who
have yet to pass their APC to continue their PQSL (by
way of CPD in not less than 60 hours over a three year
period), even though their PQSL training hours have
been fulfilled.

Further to the revision of the APC (BS) Rules and
Guide in March 2007 to tighten up the administrative
arrangements so that candidates would not
misconceive that they could unduly delay and
prolong their APC, we found the response to the
revision was quite encouraging. It was observed
that there were significant increases in both the
submission of Critical Analysis and the application of
Final Assessment and many candidates have passed.
However, there were still many candidates whose APC
(TPC in some cases) were deemed to be terminated
as they failed to meet the deadlines stipulated.
Some candidates applied and were re-admitted to
the APC so that they could continue their pursuit of
professional qualification but each application was
assessed on an individual case basis.

A status update for the APC Assessment in 2008:
between 1 January to 30 October 2008, 119 Final
Assessments were conducted and 70 candidates
passed. The passing rate was approximately 58.82%.
Regarding the Critical Analysis, 221 applications were
assessed and 82 passed. The passing rate was around
37.10%.

On the other hand, the Practical Task 2008 was
conducted during 5 to 8 November 2008. 43
candidates out of 94 passed. The passing rate was
about 45.74%

In order to promote and facilitate the implementation
of planned building maintenance, we have started to
prepare a series of publications which would help:-

a) To promote the culture of planned building
maintenance among private building owners;

b) To set relevant guidelines for our members;

c) To streamline the process to lower the
administrative cost associated with maintenance
works;

d) To set standards for maintenance works; and

e) To prepare standardized conditions of
engagement and fee scale for consultancy
agreements.

As an on-going process to promote Planned Building
Maintenance, we have been working closely with the
Quantity Surveying Division and other organisations
including the Hong Kong Housing Society and
the University of Hong Kong. The following are
publications which have been completed or are in
the draft stage:-

Highlighted in this report are some of the works
accomplished by the Council during the past year.

For saleable area, we were pleased that both the
government and other stakeholders have now agreed
to follow the definition and measurement method
adopted by the HKIS, which reassures the leading role
of the Institute. Although the GPD has taken the lead
in this review exercise, the concerted efforts of other
Divisions should not be ignored.

Business and Property Valuation Panel

Due to recent changes to the financial reporting
standards and the development of the commercial
sectors, the Business and Property Valuation Panel is
in the process of reviewing and rewriting, if necessary,
the HKIS Business Valuation Standards and the
Property Valuation Standards to meet the current
changes in Hong Kong. The tentative schedule is to
have the revised and combined standards presented
for public consultation in May 2009 and effective in
November 2009. Panel members are now being sub-
divided into several small working groups to study
relevant details of the standards and are targeting to
have the preliminary draft available for discussion in
February 2009.

During this period, the panel will form a working
group to study the relationship between the Hong
Kong valuation and financial reporting standards and
hope to conclude a guidance note for members in
early 2009.

Sales and Marketing Panel

The HKIS Property Marketing Award was one of
the remarkable events during the year. With the
hard work of the organising committee under the
chairmanship of Mr Ronald Cheung, the presentation
ceremony was successfully held on 4 November 2008
and widely reported by the media.

Mutual Recognition with the Registered Surveyor of the
Mainland

We were able to convey our views and
concern on the issues of land boundary survey
plan for land transaction, professional staff strength
in consultancy projects, land registry and land
information system of Lands Department etc to Mr
Mak.

Recognition of Technical Associate membership by the
Government

Mr T N Wong, as the representative of HKIS, had met
together with representatives of the Hong Kong
Institution of Engineers and Hong Kong Institute of
Architects, officials of the Development Bureau to
discuss about the recognition by the government
of the Affiliate/ Associate/ Technical Associate (TA)
membership of the three institutes. The three
institutes suggested the government to take the TA
membership as an alternative route for entry to the
basic ranks of the relevant grades in the government
and for outsourcing projects. Incremental credit
and promotion criteria for TA membership were

also suggested by the institutes during the meeting.
Though there were views of reservation and
objection during the staff consultation exercise,
the Bureau had agreed to focus their attention on
exploring the different means for recognition to be
implemented in outsourcing projects and further
views on possibility of recognition as an alternate
qualification for recruitment in the government.
The study on possible promotion criteria and the
incremental credit would be a longer term option.

Research Project in Title Registration System of Hong
Kong

Dr Conrad Tang, Mr Simon Kwok and Mr George
Leung are now engaging in a research project
funded by HKIS. The objectives of the project are
(i) to identify the characteristics of a suitable land
boundary survey system for the title registration
system of Hong Kong by comparing land boundary
survey systems in terms of legal and institutional
framework of advanced countries; (ii) to investigate
how a suitable land boundary survey system can
best protect Hong Kong people’s right to land and
boundaries; and (iii) to identify distinguished steps of
developing such a land boundary survey system in
Hong Kong. The members will visit other countries to
learn a bit more about the systems of other countries.
A report on the study should be ready in the near
future.

CPD Events

LSD arranged quite a number of CPD events for
members in the past year. The notable one was a
technical visit to the Stonecutters Bridge construction
site on 12 January 2008. The function attracted 36
participants from LSD and other Divisions. The Chief
Resident Engineer of the Consultant, Mr Peter J

Planning & Development Division

ear 2008 was a quiet but extraordinary year.

It was extraordinary in that, firstly, 2 council
members of the Planning and Development Division
(PDD), Mr YU Kam Hung and Mr Stephen Yip, elected
in the last PDD AGM 2007, was elected as President
and Vice President of the Institute. Secondly, the PDD
had a breakthrough in introducing the work of the
Planning & Development Surveyors in the Mainland.
The Chairman of the Division as Vice Chairman of
the Mainland Committee helped to lead a study trip
to Beijing and Shanghai and visited the Ministry
of Housing and Urban / Rural Construction, the
Institute of China Real Estate Appraisers and Agents,
the Peoples’ University in Beijing and the Shanghai
Real Estate Appraisers Association and Tung Che
University. The work of the Division was introduced
to counterparts in the Mainland. Thirdly, the Division
organised a CPD event in Health Management for all
professional institutes in development ie the Hong
Kong Institute of Architects, the Hong Kong Institute
of Planners, the Hong Kong Institute of Landscape
Architects and the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors.

Polytechnic University on 8 March 2008

HKIS Visit to Beijing in March 2008

Green Property Management

By adopting ISO 14001,
clear environmental objectives and plans could then
be drawn up and steps to collect data information to
measure and evaluate performance could then follow.
Involvement of owners and tenants at large will enable
the success of introducing environmental schemes.

CPD Events

Guide to Property Management Practice

Some members, especially the ex-Property
Management Committee members, may remember
that in year 2001, a draft “Code of Property
Management Practice” had been drawn up and
was intended to be published for HKIS members’
reference in practicing day-to-day works of property
management and maintenance. After some extensive
discussions and failure to resolve some crucial issues,
the draft “Code” had been shelved since then. The
earlier PFMD Council Meeting had agreed to revitalise
the draft “Code” and intended to re-write it as a more
user-friendly “Practice Guide” With the agreement
of the majority of the ex-Property Management
Committee members, a Working Group led by Daniel
Hui has been set up and comprise members from both
the PFMD Council and ex-PMC members including
Professor Eddie Hui, Alan Wong, Kenny Chan, Daniel
Kwok, Oliver Chan and Gary Yeung. The initial contents
of the draft “Practice Guide” will include such headings
as: Introduction, Management Operation Procedures,
Security Service, Cleaning Service, Repair and

Maintenance, Financial Management, Procurement
and Tendering Procedures, Emergency Procedures,
Deed of Mutual Covenant and Tenancy Management.

Registered Professional Housing Manager

The PFMD Council had re-opened dialogue with the
Housing Managers Registration Board in pursuit of
recognition of PFM surveyors to become Registered
Professional Housing Managers. Our Vice-Chairman
and Honorary Secretary met the Chairman of HMRB,
Mr Kelvin Yau, on 13 June 2008 and the response was
positive. The President of the Hong Kong Institute of
Housing, Mr Henry Chan, joined the meeting and both
the HKIH and HKIS(PFMD) agreed to form a working
group to explore further cooperation and possibly
reciprocal recognition. In the PEMD Council Meeting
of 14 July 2008, a Working Group comprising Gary
Yeung, Kenny Chan and Charles Hung was formed to
look further into this matter.

World WorkPlace and Expo 2008 Dallas, 15 to 17
November 2008

Dick KWOK and | represented the Institute in attending
this year’s World WorkPlace and Expo organised by the
International Facility Management Association on 15
to 17 November 2008 held at the Dallas Convention
Centre, Dallas, USA. It was a very exciting and
refreshing experience in listening to keynote speeches
by world class scholars, education sessions in the
latest development in FM practices by researchers and
practitioners, browsing the exhibition, visiting new
facilities and meeting friends and FM professionals
gathered there from around the world.

Voluntary Building Classification Scheme

A ‘Voluntary Building Classification Scheme (VBCS)’
for the management and maintenance of residential
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buildings is being looked at by a Task Force supported
by the Hong Kong Housing Society as a supportive
measure for the proposed ‘Mandatory Building
Inspection Scheme (MBIS). This scheme is expected
to be launched one year before the MBIS. Buildings
being successfully assessed shall be granted with a
certificate and exempted from the MBIS.

PFMD would like to draw to members' attention that
Registered Professional Surveyors (PFM) has been
included in the list as Qualified Property Manager
under the assessment of Building Management
System, as decided in the Assessment Criteria Sub-
committee meeting in July 2008. Our Honorary
Treasurer, Mr Alan Wong, represents our Division as
one of the members of this Sub-Committee.

A briefing for the second trial of building assessment
was also conducted on 5 September 2008 in the
presence of participating Incorporated Owners and
Management Companies. Under the smooth schedule,
this scheme will be probably launched in 2009/2010.

| represented the Institute on 11 October 2008 to
sign the Memorandum of Intent (MOI) entered into
by six organisations, namely: the Research Centre
for Construction and Real Estate Economics of the
Department of Real Estate and Building, the Hong
Kong Polytechnic University, Institute of Shopping
Centre Management, RICS Hong Kong, the Hong Kong
Institute of Facility Management, the Hong Kong
Institute of Housing and the Hong Kong Institute of
Surveyors.

Following the signing of this memorandum, it is
anticipated that a series of nine high level CPD lectures
will be organised for members of the professional
institutions. They will be conducted about once
a month on a Saturday afternoon for members’
knowledge management pursuits.

The research paper on “Benchmarking of Maintenance
and Management Fees for Residential Housing in
Hong Kong” prepared by City University of Hong
Kong is being finalised for promulgation in early 2009.
Another research in the same subject area in respect
of Office Buildings will be undertaken by the Hong
Kong Polytechnic University.

The signing of the MOI was succeeded by a conference
with speakers from shopping centre management,
mainland property management guru and university
research centres on real estate. The event was
organised by The Research Centre for Construction
and Real Estate Economics of Department of Real
Estate and Building of The Hong Kong Polytechnic
University and well attended by practitioners and
members of the institutions and HKIS members.

PROMOTION OF QS PROFESSION

promote the profession not only in the universities but
also in the secondary schools.

1. Modeling Construction Labour Demand by Dr Paul

International Cost Engineering Council Meeting (ICEC)
and the 6th ICEC World Congress — Cost Engineering for

The bi-yearly full Council Meeting of ICEC was held
at Toronto, Ontario, Canada on 28 and 29 June 2008.
Mr Honby Chan from QSD attended the meeting
on behalf of HKIS, followed by the 6th ICEC World
Congress from 30 June to 2 July 2008.

The 7th ICEC World Congress “Sustainable Cost
Management: Borderless Innovation” will be held in
Singapore on 21 to 26 May 2010.

Reciprocity Agreement with Building Surveyor's Institute
of Japan (BSlJ)

On 24 March 2008, the HKIS QS Division ("QSD") signed
a reciprocity agreement with the Building Surveyor's
Institute of Japan ("BSIJ") at Tokyo, Japan. A member of
QSD will be accepted as a member of BSIJ after going
through a successful interview held by BSIJ, and vice
versa for a BSIJ member.

This agreement is the 6th reciprocity agreement
signed by QSD with QS-related professional bodies
outside Hong Kong including SISV, ISM, NZIQS, AlIQS
and CECA. It is also the 2nd reciprocity agreement

signed by BSlJ after BSIJ had opened its market since
2005.

The signing ceremony was witnessed by over 80 BSlJ
members and 7 HKIS representatives, viz. Mr Yu Kam
Hung, Mr Francis Leung, Mr TT Cheung, Mr Stephen Lai,
Mr Daniel Ho, Dr Paul Ho and Mr Joseph Chong.

The ceremony was followed by a half-day seminar
attended by over 80 BSIJ members. The four topics
delivered by the HKIS representatives, viz. Mr TT
Cheung, Mr Stephen Lai, Dr Paul Ho and Dr Paul
Ho on behalf of Mr Sam Cheng, included the cost
management system in Mainland China and Hong
Kong, the role of QS practising in China, Hong Kong
and Macau, the procurement system used in different
kinds of projects in Hong Kong, introduction to the
Grey System Theory and its applications in Forecasting
and the vocational training situation of QSs in Hong
Kong.

The agreement could only have been materialized
after lengthy discussions and negotiations with BSLJ by
Mr TT Cheung, Dr Paul Ho and Mr Spencer Kwan since
the PAQS Conference in Singapore in 2005. | would like
to take this opportunity to express my sincere thanks
to the hard work of these three fellow members.

Reciprocity Agreement with Canadian Institute of
Quantity Surveyors (CIQS)

On 15 June 2008, the QS Division signed a reciprocity
agreement with the Canadian Institute of Quantity
Surveyors (CIQS) in Edmonton, Canada.

Mr Orest Stachniak, the President of CIQS and HKIS
President, Mr Yu Kam Hung representing both
institutes, signed the agreement in the presence of all
PAQS representatives.
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Standard Form of Building Contract for Decoration,
Repair and Maintenance Works

The Contracts Committee of QS Division announced
that a new Standard Form of Building Contract for
Decoration, Repair and Maintenance Works drafted by
Dr Paul Ho, past QSD Chairman, was completed.

This Contract is designed for use in decoration, repair
and maintenance works with a small contract sum. If
the work is of a complex nature or the contract sum
is larger than HK$400,000 (at 2008 prices), the Minor
Works Contract or even the Main Building Contract
should be used.

This Contract is expected to be administrated
directly by a layman, i.e. the building owner without
appointing any building professional consultant.
Thus, we have tried to make this Contract easy to
understand by using plain English and without much
technical or legal jargon (like variation, extension of
time, valuation of variation, liquidated damages, etc.).

Position paper of the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors
on Security of Payment

In response to a request from Mr TT Cheung, our
representative in the Construction Industry Council
(CIC), a Working Group of QS Division led by Mr Daniel
Ho, including Mr TT Cheung, Mr KC Tang, Mr Bernard
Wu and Mr Gregory Tung, was set up to look into the
matter in April 2008. A position paper was prepared
after a series of meetings among the members. An
extract of the position paper is as follows:

Views of the Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors
(HKIS) have set out in response to requests from
some stakeholders in the construction industry for
legislation for security of payment which subject has
been raised in the Committee on Sub-Contracting of
the Construction Industry Council ("CIC").

This was a very fruitful year. During the year, QSD
organised a total of 19 CPD and PQSL events
comprising 29 talks and lectures covering a variety of
topics. My thanks to all the speakers. The following
were the CPD and PQSL events organised this year.

An Overview of the New HKSMM4 on Building Services
Works

On 20 and 27 February 2008, Mr Raymond Kam,
director of a local QS Consultancy Practice, gave two

talks on the new HKSMM4 on Building Services Works.
In the talks, Raymond explained the measurement
principles on building services installations under
the HKSMM4 and highlighted the common problems
usually encounterd by the quantity surveyors in
dealing with building services works.

Construction Industry Council

On 22 February 2008, our Past President and currently
a member of the Construction Industry Council, Mr TT
Cheung, gave a talk on the composition and function
of the Construction Industry Council. The various tasks
identified in CIC were also addressed. This CPD event
was jointly organised with the Building Surveying
Division.

On 7 March 2008, Legislative Councillor, Professor the
Honourable Patrick Lau SBS JP, gave a talk on the 10
major infrastructure projects announced by the Chief
Executive in his Policy Address and how these projects
can benefit the members of the Quantity Surveying
profession.

Communication Skills

Ms Francesca Ng, the most outstanding trainer
of Junior Chamber International, gave a talk on
communication skills on 11 March 2008. In the talk, Ms
Ng illustrated the various communication skills that
are important in the construction industry.

Stress and work performance — how they affect Quantity
Surveyors in Hong Kong

Dr Mei-yung Leung, Assistant Professor of City
University of Hong Kong, gave a talk on stress and
work performance on 27 March 2008. In the talk, Dr
Leung explained the difference between distress and
eustress and the intimate relationship between stress
and work performance.

Innovative approach in contracts and tender
procurement management

On 3 April 2008, Mr Johnson So of Sun Hung Kai
Properties and Mr Eugene Seah of Davis Langdon
and Seah, Singapore, gave a talk on the innovative
approach in contracts and tender management
by reference to the Orchard Turn Development in
Singapore.

In
the lectures, major changes to the Old Form were
identified to help probationers to more familiarize
with the new Form.

Introduction to Handbook for Preparing Bills of
Quantities for Civil Engineering Works

Mr Chris Fung, Associate Director of Maunsell AECOM,
gave a talk on the new handbook for preparing Bills of

Quantities for Civil Engineering Works on 5 September
2008. In the talk, Chris explained the background,
the reasons of the change and the concept of the
Handbook and highlighted the changes from the
previous SMM.

Presentation and Delivery Skills

On 17 December 2008, Mr Peter YY Ng, Director of
Beria Consultants Limited, gave a talk on how QS
can create extra values in helping the Client and
the design team to achieve a better and more cost
effective design and eventually be the lead consultant
and key adviser for projects in the construction and
other industries in Hong Kong and Mainland China.

A total of 283 candidates sat the written test of the
APC Final Assessment in September 2008, of whom
140 candidates took the written test for the first time,
34 candidates for the second time, 31 candidates
for the third time; with the remaining 90 candidates
on their third attempt. It was the first time that
candidates with a training period of 24 months as
per the implementation of the newly revised Rules
and Guide of the QSD APC, September 2006 (Revised
November 2007) participated in the test.

A briefing session for assessors was held on 24 October
2008. Assessors have so far completed the first two
rounds of assessment, and are presently undertaking
the third round of assessment. All assessments are
aimed to be completed by mid-December 2008.
Interviews will be conducted in January 2009.

Accreditation of surveying courses continued to be pursued in accordance with the approved Policy and
Procedures for Course Approval, Maintenance and Review. During the year, one local degree programme
and one higher diploma programme were accredited. One mainland degree programme, one local degree

programme and one overseas programme were under the assessment process.

The Board wishes to take the opportunity to express its appreciation to all members on the Panel of Experts who
have contributed much of their time and energy to various vetting and assessment activities.
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Assessment of Professional Competence (APC)

During the calendar year of 2008, there were 297 new APC candidates (88 BS, 71 GP, 16 LS, 113 QS, 2 PD and 7
PFM). This represents an overall decrease of 2.7% over the 2007 figure of 305 candidates (66 BS, 83 GP, 15 LS, 131
QS,4 PD and 6 PFM).

Apart from the P&D Division, Assessors of which are yet to be recruited, there are currently 173 BS, 207 GP, 78
LS, 538 QS and 3 PFM Assessors. The full lists of the Divisional Panel of Assessors are attached in the Annexes.
The BOE wishes to record a note of appreciation to all the Assessors who have made much contribution to
maintaining the professional standard of the new surveyors. In order to help APC candidates better prepare
themselves for the assessments, the Young Surveyors Group in collaboration with the respective Divisions
organised workshops and training programmes, which were well received by candidates.

The Practical Task of the BSD was held on 5 to 8 November 2008 with the involvement of some 91 assessors and
moderators. A total of 94 candidates attempted and 43 (45.7%) passed. There were 57 candidates undertaking
the Practical Task for the first time and 30 (52.6%) passed. Professional interviews were conducted throughout
the year. A total of 160 candidates presented themselves in 2008 for professional interview and 95 (59.4%) were
found satisfactory. A critical analysis is required upon completion of the 21st month of training. There were 277
candidates undertaking the analysis and 101 (36.5%) passed.

The Written Assessment of the GPD was held on 9 October 2008. A total of 72 candidates took part and 39 (54.2%)
passed. Professional interviews were conducted for 56 candidates of whom 28 (50%) were found satisfactory.

During the year, 10 Land Surveying candidates applied for the Final Assessment and 8 passed (80%).
On 29 to 30 September 2008, 283 candidates attempted the Practice Problem of the QSD. The papers were
each marked by three assessors and 82 (29%) candidates passed. Professional interview for 93 candidates were

conducted and 71 (76.3%) were found satisfactory.

The Practical Task of PFMD was held on 22 November 2008. 2 candidates undertook the Practical Task and one
passed. One candidate applied for Final Assessment and failed.

Assessment of Technical Competence (ATC)
For the LSD ATC, two candidates were assessed and passed the final assessment.

The QSD ATC written and oral assessment was held on 9 May 2008 and 14 June 2008 respectively. Two
candidates attempted and all passed the final assessment.

Others
To cater for the needs of the industry, the APC and ATC systems have been undergoing constant review and
improvements. The revised APC Rules & Guide for the BSD and LSD have been endorsed by the General Council
in 2008.

In view that the alternative routes to HKIS Professional Membership was rather long and not appealing,
Board members and Divisional Education Committees would review the APC and ATC systems and seek for

modifications. In this regard, the Board discussed about the eligibility for entering APC for experienced students.

Under the discretion of the Divisions, experienced students of the HKIS recognised course might be allowed to
record their training experience concurrently with their study, but not less than 12 months of training experience
should be recorded after the course completion. Board members agreed to formulate the divisional practice as
HKIS policy and be applicable to all Divisions. A paper would be prepared and submitted to the General Council
in due course.

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The following are some of the milestone events for
2007/2008:

1) The membership statistics for last year shows a

general increase in members by 3.08% compared
to last year with a total membership of 7,326.

Increase in the number of members was topped
again by the QS Division which recorded 78 more
members (a 4.33% increase), followed by the BS
Division with an increase of 55 more members
(a 8.54% increase) and closely followed by the
GP Division’s increase of 48 members (a 3.53%
increase) in the last year. The LS Division shares
the largest number of Technical Associates
(47 nos.) among all the Divisions representing
approximately 75.8% of the total Technical
Associates of the Institute. The number of
Technical Associates is growing very slowing at
only 1.64% compared to last year.

3) The Property and Facility Management Division,

since its formation in year 2005, has grown into a
692 member division.

4) Notwithstanding that there is an overall increase

in the number of members to the Institute, the
number of probationers increased marginally at
only 0.3%. The divisions have increased the effort
in raising and maintaining new members. The
Board of Education will be looking into a revamp

of the APC and the ATC system to attract more
new blood to join the surveying profession.

5) There is an increase of approximately 5% for
student members largely from students with
interest in the LS, QS and PFM Divisions. There
are fewer student members for the BS and GP
Divisions compared to last year.

6) The Technical Associates provides an alternative
route to becoming a full member of the Institute.
The Institute has had meetings with the
Development Bureau of the HKSAR together with
other professional institutions (including HKIE
and HKIA) to discuss the recognition of Technical
Associates in the recruitment of civil servants of
the appropriate grade. It is a long drawn process
and little progress has been made in the past year.

7) The BOM has convened four meetings to process
membership applications and to discuss
membership matters in the last year.

During last year, BOM members have been actively
participating in discussion of matters raised and
decisions made for the General Council’s approval.
Issues have been discussed with adequate input
from the divisions with fruitful resolution. The
BOM thanks the continued assistance of Ms Kiny
Hung who enables the Board to continue running
smoothly.

In pursuance of the provisions of Part VIl of the Bye-Laws, the Board continued to consider policies and control
mechanism for mandatory continuing professional development and lifelong learning to help members
enhance not only their professional competence but also their social status as professional surveyors. This is to
require all professional and technical members to engage themselves in a continuous process of sharpening
their expertise and broadening their specialist knowledge base. It is only with consistently high and ever-
improving professional competence of its members that the Institute may strengthen its strategic position in
the property industry, for the long-term sustainability of the surveying profession in Hong Kong. Further to
the implementation of the mandatory CPD in 2007, to facilitate members in their pursuit of CPD, the Board
introduced the on-line logging-in of CPD profile records and on-line booking of CPD activities. The Board was
also exploring the feasibility of converting CPD events into on-line CPD packages for future reference and usage.

In 2008, 110 CPD events were organised by the various Divisions and the Young Surveyors Group (YSG), which
reflected a 4% increase from 106 of the previous year. Apart from the 23 institutional events, YSG continued to
be the principal CPD organiser providing 30 events (including 3 joint CPDs with GPD). The ranking order of the
other Divisions was QSD (19, including 1 joint CPD with BSD), BSD (14, including 1 joint CPD with QSD), GPD (13,
including 3 joint CPDs with YSG), LSD (10), PFMD (4) and PDD (1).

To promote members’ professional and social status, the General Council has approved the Board’s motion to
amend the Constitution to change the designation of “professional surveyor” to “certified professional surveyor”.
Before the relevant EGM was to be arranged, the Board sought further refinement to the proposal by conducting
a questionnaire survey followed by an Open Forum. This is being pursued in the following session year.
