resources. Guided by science and facts, | urge our
members to get vaccinated as soon as possible. To
play our part in controlling the pandemic in Hong
Kong, the HKIS will roll out a programme to promote
COVID-19 vaccinations for our members in due
course. Please stay tuned. It is vital to protect yourself
and the people around you!

Submission of Suggestions for
Hong Kong Budget 2022-23

We play a consultative role in government policy
making and issues influencing our profession and
the community. Prior to the Budget Speech on 23
February, we submitted seven suggestions to the
Financial Secretary of the HKSAR, Mr Paul Chan Mo-
po, for his consideration. We are glad to see some
proposed policies to relieve people’s hardship,
accelerate land and housing supply and increase
building capacity. We shall continue to work with the
government in putting the policies into practice, and
filling in the missing parts.

In particular, to contain the spread of virus we
further suggest an extension of the Building
Drainage System Repair Subsidy Scheme to provide
necessary support to owners, especially those whose
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buildings are 40 years or older. Furthermore, we
hope that the government will provide subsidies to
qualified property management companies to equip
themselves with sufficient cleaners and utensils.
For those buildings lacking professional property
management services, the government should
consider subsidising owners for the cleaning and
sanitising services by qualified service providers
in the near term, and make professional property
management mandatory in the long run. We
also hope that the government will broaden the
scope of the Anti-epidemic Fund and Employment
Support Scheme to include affected surveying and
construction firms.

As for the land and housing policy, we are pleased
that the government is to put the greatest effort in
expediting land supply for both public and private
housing. Nonetheless, we believe the increased
land supply is still running short of market demand.
We recommend the government consider extending
the standard rate land premium mechanism to all
agricultural lands in the New Territories, as well as
speeding up the process of lease modification and
land exchange applications.

On the other hand, we welcome the improvement
of the Mortgage Insurance Programme for first-
time homebuyers. To promote home ownership, we
suggest an expansion of the Starter Homes Pilot
Project for Hong Kong Residents and setting up a
second mortgage fund that provides preferential
interest rates for eligible residents. We believe
these measures would greatly alleviate first-time
homebuyers’ financial burden.

Last but not least, as we foresee a number of sizeable
infrastructure projects will be in place in the near
future, work force in construction and surveying
industry are in hot demand. The Budget’s allocation
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of HK$1 billion to the Construction Industry Council
for manpower training is encouraging. We hope the
government will also consider putting resources into
training surveyors to deal with the shortage, and
essential for the sustainable development of the
industry.

Strategic Plans and Direction
Set in Stone

Our annual retreat took place in late January in virtual
format, at which the General Council and committee
laid down four core areas for the betterment of the
surveying industry:

1. our existing Land Policy Panel will dig deeper
on the Lantau Tomorrow Vision and the Northern
Metropolis Development Strategy. In this way,
the HKIS will be able to respond instantly with
commentary when the government announces
policy updates on both;

2. our Housing Policy Panel will provide constructive
comments on and proposals for the increase of
housing supply;

3. the Buildings Policy Panel will work on ways to
improve piping and drainage, and the redesign of
old buildings for safe and comfortable living; and

4. we will form a new working committee on real-
estate sustainability, which is in line with President
Xi Jinping’s 14th Five-Year Plan and Chief
Executive Carrie Lam’s pledge of carbon neutrality
in Hong Kong by 2050.

In the years to come, sustainability will be a strategic
priority for the Institute. We will set up professional
standards on real-estate sustainability for the
surveying and construction industries through

our Divisions. Members are required to follow the
standards and we will walk hand in hand with our
community in this momentous journey towards a
green and sustainable future.

Publicity to Promote the
Surveying Profession

Looking ahead, the HKIS will explore
all avenues to expand our ties with international
counterparts and connect our members with overseas
professional bodies, empowering them to unlock
opportunities in the international arena.

(Guangzhou Nansha), a non-profit boarding school
founded by our past Chief Executive, Mr C Y Leung,
Vice-Chairman of the National Committee of the
Chinese People's Political Consultative Conference
(CPPCC) and also President of HKIS in 1995-96. The
school will be opened in September 2022, offering
through-train primary and secondary education for
students of Hong Kong and non-mainland Chinese
nationalities. The school will be one of a kind in
nurturing trilingual students, bearing the tri-vision
of “Roots in Hong Kong, a heart for China, a global
outlook” ( & 1E ~ FE O~ 57 E ), while paving
the way for Hong Kong-Guangzhou integration. We
look forward to the school opening and anticipate the
benefits it will bring to coming generations!

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Since the Government renewed the Smart City
Blueprint for Hong Kong in 2020, geospatial data
is fast becoming an essential infrastructure for
developing smart-city solutions. However, a coherent
geospatial data infrastructure is needed as the
backbone for the smart city. The diversity, scope and
complexity of data sets present a growing challenge
since they cover many sectors, take many forms and
are supplied by many organisations.

Importance of open data sharing
and collaboration

Therefore, the opening and sharing of geospatial data
through a common platform are critical to whether we
can build a truly interconnected smart city, says Sr YC
Chan, Head of the Spatial Data Office, Development
Bureau and Council Member of the HKIS Land
Surveying Division.

The Government is developing the Common Spatial
Data Infrastructure (CSDI) and its Portal to facilitate
the integration, exchange and sharing of spatial data.
The Portal aims to provide government departments
and public and private organisations with an
information infrastructure to promote the sharing of
geospatial data and support the development of
smart-city applications.

The data sets supplied by different government
departments to the CSDI Portal will be geo-
tagged. They are accompanied with their metadata
documents and data specifications in open
and machine-readable formats with Application
Programming Interfaces (API) to facilitate software
and app developers to retrieve spatial data.

The Government is taking the lead to establish a
‘geospatial data store’ with a growing number of data
sets and various digital platforms and applications
such as District-based Spatial Information
Dashboard, Geo-tagging Tool, Geolnfo Map,
Geospatial Information Hub and digital maps, he
says. Hopefully, these would help unlock the power of
location intelligence and fuel data-driven innovation
by connecting start-ups with established corporations
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in the building and construction sector.

He likens the geospatial data store to a supermarket
stocked with many different ingredients providing
a great base to inspire great dishes. “This leads to
experimentation with new recipes. The innovative use
of citywide geospatial data allows creative minds to
come up with innovative solutions that sometimes
exceed our expectations.”

Many more companies now utilise 3D city models
developed by LandsD to create innovative
applications. Chan says he was approached by a
game developer formed by several young adults for
help in formulating 3D models of Hong Kong streets
to build their game engine for drifting along the roads
in a virtual 3D environment.

Located in Kwun Tong, the Geospatial Lab is a
creative space providing tools and resources to
facilitate innovative youngsters, tech ventures and
building professionals to explore and develop
innovative use cases.

From time to time, seminars/webinars, workshops
and competition(s) are held to inspire and encourage
students and youngsters to develop map-centric
applications that chain up different location-related
incidents, multimedia content, and narratives about
an event or phenomenon in Hong Kong.

“We should develop creativity in teenagers and
young adults by fostering their natural curiosity,
inventiveness and exploration,” he says.

Sr Chan recalls that a group of primary school
students came up with a story map web page that
would track the locations of recycling bins and
analyse how they should be positioned to make it
more convenient for people. The information could
then serve as options about the best places for
recycling bins.

He says geospatial data, combined with census data,
can help analyse the spatial distribution of the elderly
population and decide where to allocate healthcare
and elderly care resources. And as the popularity




of electric vehicles (EV) grows, stakeholders like
planners, developers, EV manufacturers could use a
geospatial data fusion approach with spatial statistics
to identify the optimal EV charging hotspots provided
the data like customers and potential customers’
profiles, and other useful information is ‘geo-tagged’
in order to simply the analysis.

“There are countless potential geospatial data
applications, but this needs support from and
collaboration among many different stakeholders.
That's why we are in constant touch with universities,
professional bodies, industry participants, quasi-
governmental bodies and innovation hubs such as
Science Park and Cyberport to brainstorm potential
synergies.”

Land surveyors become
geospatial experts

Geospatial technologies are a critical component of
smart city operations, with precise mapping data being
used before, during and after a construction project,
says Sr Thomson Lai, Asia Digital Leader at AECOM
and a land surveyor.

“Geoconstruction technologies use data from
a wide range of data sources, from the exact
locations of underground utilities and geotechnical
site characterisation to the environment of the site
to influence the design and construction of an
infrastructure or a building to save time, money and
reduce waste.”

Geoconstruction is the convergence of Building
Information Modelling (BIM) and Geographic
Information System (GIS), which has become a
transformative force throughout the construction
lifecycle, he says.

“They enable people from different segments of the
construction lifecycle to share a common picture of
the project. The effective combination and application
of BIM and GIS have become a strong support
for various applications of construction project
information management.”

The construction lifecycle can be broken down
into four major phases: initiation planning, design,
construction and operation. For example, during
the preliminary study, the project team would look
at terrain and surroundings, where LIDAR laser
scanning comes in.

Drones survey can help the project team acquire
geospatial data on the true surface of the natural
terrain, even if they are in inaccessible or densely
forested areas. When it comes to detailed design, for
example, foundation design, ground engineering, the
geospatial data required have to be more accurate to
ensure safety, he explains.

Sr Lai says the rapid development of artificial
intelligence (Al) has made it possible to automate
repetitive, tedious tasks. For example, pavement
tends to deteriorate as time goes by due to weather
conditions and ground movements. Efficient and
timely road inspection is one of the key elements of a
successful pavement management system.

However, periodic human visual inspection is costly
and time-consuming. The use of Al in defect detection
is gaining ground. The Al engine is first trained
on thousands of images to distinguish defective
pavement from acceptable road surfaces. The Al
engine then learns from the manually annotated data
to distinguish different types of road defects on new
images taken regularly.

He says the convergence of BIM, GIS, Internet of
Things (loT), Al and machine learning is accelerating
the digital transformation of the ways infrastructure
and buildings are designed, constructed and
maintained.

Nowadays, the role of land surveyors does not end
by simply measuring and marking the boundaries
of a given site. The role has expanded to become
geospatial experts entrusted with providing accurate
geospatial information required and formulating
geospatial solutions throughout the development
cycle. This is the view shared by Sr Chan and Sr Lai.

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Dynamic geospatial data for
building management

The Urban Renewal Authority (URA) is one of the
geospatial data contributors to the geospatial
data store by sharing its operational data, such as
information on redevelopment and cost reference
data of building rehabilitation projects, with the
platform. Not only that, but the URA has also
developed an Urban Renewal Information System,
which is connected to the CSDI portal, to facilitate
planning and redevelopment work.

Sr Louis Lee, General Manager, Building
Rehabilitation at the URA and Council Member of
the HKIS Property and Facility Management (PFMD)
division, says the integration of static and dynamic
information from buildings to the open geospatial
data system is the prerequisite for developing a smart
city and also an inevitable tendency for property and
facility management practitioners.

"The rush to build web portals in the early dot-com
era in the 1990s is a great example of how people are
exploring a new technology. Everybody knew that the
Internet would be the next big thing, but at that time,
people didn't know how it would change the world,"
says Sr Lee. "lt's what is happening now as 5G and
geospatial data meet the built environment."

Building management system, or BMS, has been in
use for decades. It integrates all operational data
from different building facility systems. A BMS can
monitor and control a facility's temperature, lighting,
and HVAC equipment in real-time.

While data integration is essential for making these
subsystems work smarter together, it is challenging to
achieve because different manufacturers create the
data sets with different formats. "Moreover, the data
integration across GIS, BIM and BMS is not mature
yet. The legacy systems are not compatible with each
other yet," he says.

In the way that GIS and BMS can combine to create
more powerful building management solutions, they
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can also be combined to create smart-city solutions.
For example, when detecting a fire, the BMS of a
particular building can send fire alerts to the central
GIS and disseminate alerts to nearby buildings so
that their building managers can adopt precautionary
measures at once. However, this use case has
not been made possible due to system and data
incompatibility.

Another obstacle is a lack of motivation to upload
their building information to the GIS. Hong Kong is a
highly urbanised city requiring a 3D map as base to
develop a more comprehensive GIS model for storing
building information. However, it raises cost and
privacy concerns.

"At the moment, the cost of processing and
integrating the wide variety and a large amount of
building data outweighs the benefits of doing these
for the building owner. That's why the URA has
sponsored a pioneer study to look into how changes
in gross floor area (GFA) could be calculated on a
BIM platform and what cost benefits this automation
provides."

Despite the challenges, Sr Lee is optimistic about the
potential of applications that integrate geospatial and
building data. 'l believe smart people would know
how to take full advantage of this opportunity that
arises, like the achievements made by Google and
Amazon."

The rise of 'proptech’ companies has the potential to
disrupt the property development cycle by enhancing
tenant services, improving facility management and
saving more energy by integrating GIS and building
information.

'As Hong Kong heads towards the Smart City
Blueprint 2.0, the data architecture being developed
has to address this lack of interoperability. Ensuring
compliance, privacy, security, integrity, availability,
and quality of data also needs to be considered by
decision-makers."

Smart Cities and Land
Surveyors

Turning Hong Kong into a smart city has been
a hot topic in recent years. How is the work of
land surveyors related to that for smart cities?
The Internet of Things (loT), big data analytics,
and artificial intelligence (Al) are recognised
as key technologies that power a smart
city. Nevertheless, these three technologies
are highly related to data. According to
some studies, 80% of data have a location
component. In the 2015 statistics of the
European Commission’s European Data Portal,
the category of geographic information was
shown to have the highest commercial value
and could be used in 13 other data categories
via maps to create visualisations. In fact, many
smart city applications are location-based.

loT network sensors can generate a huge
amount of real-time location data at high
speeds no matter if the sensors are static or
dynamic in location. With such a large amount
of spatiotemporal data generated, geospatial
big data analytics can be utilised to discover
insights into the big data using spatial statistical
techniques. This also forms the basis of a
broader discipline of Al, which highly depends
on the amount and quality of training data
available for making accurate predictions.

Many Al application scenarios are location-
based in nature, so a new scientific discipline,
geospatial artificial intelligence (GeoAl), has
emerged. GeoAl combines innovations in
spatial data science, artificial intelligence
methods in machine and deep learning, data-
mining techniques (e.g. spatial statistics),
and high performance computing to extract
information from spatial big data. Indeed,
land surveyors have been using Al techniques
to perform image classifications on satellite
imagery for a few decades.
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GeoAl, together with loT and geospatial big
data analytics, can power many different smart
city applications. The keys to its success are
the talents specialising in collecting, handling,
and analysing spatial data. As | mentioned
last month, land surveyors have added spatial
data scientist to their areas of expertise and can
make significant contributions to transforming
Hong Kong into a smart city from a technological
perspective.
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CPD Highlights

“Multi-functional Smart Lampposts” Pilot Scheme

A joint professional seminar on the “Multi-functional
Smart Lampposts” Pilot Scheme was held on 17
February. Colleagues from OGCIO, the Office
of the Government Chief Information Officer
(Ms Cari WU and Mr Dantes TANG), the Highways
Department (Mr Nelson IP and Mr Ronald KWOK),
and Lands Department (Mr Kenny CHAN) shared
with HKIS members the Scheme’s design and
implementation.

The Government’s 2017 Policy Address mentioned
the launch of the Scheme at selected urban locations
to support the building of a smart city with citywide
coverage of data and networks. The Highways
Department engineers introduced the Scheme’s
background and elaborated on the functions of
equipped sensors, provisions to accommodate those
sensors, and their expected benefits. OGCIO’s
systems managers then summarised the Scheme’s
implementation progress and explained the
various measures to protect privacy and available
open datasets for further applications. Sr Kenny
Chan highlighted the positioning devices in the
smart lampposts and spatial data and positioning
infrastructure behind the scenes.

Over 100 HKIS members attended this briefing
session via Zoom. The Q&A session featured
fruitful discussions and exchanges between the
speakers and audience, which shed further light
on the future innovative possibilities of smart
lampposts.

CPD Activity Report on 10
December 2021

Redefining Your Operations
with PropTech Solutions

Reported by Sr Alan Siu, PFMD Council
Member

The PFMD organised the captioned CPD event
on 10 December via Zoom. Mr Johnson Yim,
CEO of e-Business Solutions Limited (EBSL)
& Director of PropTech Solution Limited,
introduced the captioned topic.

Johnson’s speech began with an introduction
to the PropTech landscape, which included
a definition of PropTech and its market map.
He defined PropTech as the application of
technology to the real estate sector to improve
real estate transactions, property management,
and tenant experiences. PropTech’s support
application to the industry included, but was not
limited to, broker transactions, leasing and lease
management, property management, tenancy
experiences, etc.
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Technologies Involved
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Johnson then presented various technologies
that PropTech adopted (see Figure 1) including
augmented reality, artificial intelligence, loT,
blockchain, etc. He also augmented those
technologies with real-life examples. Many
companies have adopted |oT to support smart
building management, which includes tracking
the energy use of a building, monitoring a
workplace’s indoor air quality, calculating each
office’s desk occupancy rate, and profiling
the waste habits of the building. Asset and
equipment management is a common tool that
the industry has adopted.

Finally, Johnson highlighted his thoughts on
PropTech’s future development (Figure 2).
Under the current technology, he suggested
that PropTech would overlap with fintech and
construction technology, while smart real estate
would only be part of PropTech development.
He also gave an example of potential real estate
fintech, in which real estate transactions could
be completed through blockchain and crypto to
involve all relevant parties in the overall process
via smart contract applications.

During the Q&A session, Johnson responded
to several queries from delegates about the
cost-benefit of adopting PropTech for operation
and information security. Before closing, he

The Property Management Services Authority
(PMSA) will approve in advance professional
development activities/courses that are
organised by PMSA-recognised professional
bodies, including the HKIS, and meet the
Scheme’s criteria. HKIS will plan and submit
their proposed activities/courses for PMSA’s
approval.

The Scheme will use a standard calendar
year (1 January-31 December) as its counting
unit. Certificates of recognition will be issued
to licencees who meet the requirements of the
PMSA’s recommended CPD hours for continuing
education activities during each CPD year. An
electronic recording system will be in place for
practitioners to plan and search for their training
records on the PMSA website or on a mobile
app now being developed.

The PMSA recently released a short film entitled,
Property Management — Good Job! with a
view to introducing the property management
profession.
